(2) Fade or change in color in exces$ ablor difference units, using ASTM D2244-89
measured on the exposed painted surfaces whichbegrecleaned of external deposits
and chalk and the corresponding values measuréaeasriginal or unexposed painted
surfaces, it being understood that fading or colk@nges may not be uniform if the surface
is not evenly exposed to the sun and elements;

and that gloss (8dncident angle) loss will not exceed 40% when measn exposed painted surfaces
which have been cleaned of external deposits amddiresponding values measured on unexposed
original painted surfaces. The gloss shall be oreaisusing standard procedures as defined by “&tdnd
Test Method for Specular Gloss”, ASTM D523-89.

This warranty is subject to the following conditson

A. Normal atmospheric conditions exclude corrosivaggressive atmospheres such as those
contaminated with chemical fumes, salt or otheragive elements, including areas within 1000 feet
of a body of salt water. MPCA recommends a frestemeeaning / maintenance program be in effect
to prevent corrosion from accumulated deposits

B. The warranty will not apply to any coated suegawhich is not on the exterior surface of a metal
building.

C. The warranty will not extend or cover:

(1) cracking or crazing as a result of metal fneet

(2) damage to the coating occasioned by moistucth@r contamination detrimental to the coating
because of improper storage of the coated metal farinstallation;

(3) water damage due to condensation caused hypappackaging of the coated metal prior to
installation;

(4) damages to the coated metal caused by hanghmgping, processing and/or installation; or

(5) damages to the coated metal caused by sangtohiabrading after installation; or

(6) damages to the coated metal as a result disiga water in horizontal installations;

D. The warranty will not be applicable to damagéaiure which is caused by acts of God, falling
objects, external forces, explosions, fire, riotgil commotion’s, acts of war, or other such semibr
dissimilar occurrences beyond MPCA'’s control.

E. Customer shall maintain adequate records tblesttadentification of the coated material andegat
of the installation of the coated metal. Custonsésal demonstrate that the failure of the coatethime
was due to a breach of the warranty stated herein.

F. MPCA'’s exclusive liability under this warranty, otherwise, will be limited to refinishing, repaig
or replacing, at MPCA'’s sole option, the defectteated metal. The warranty on any refinished,
repaired or replaced coated metal supplied herewsiddl be for the remainder of the warranty
period applicable to the originally coated metall warranty work will be performed by a company
or contractor selected by MPCA. Color varianceneein replacement or repainted product and
original shall not be indicative of a defect.

G. Claims under the warranty must be made to MPRCWriting within thirty (30) days after discovery
of the defective coating and MPCA must be giveaasonable opportunity to inspect the coated
metal claimed to be defective.

H. MPCA reserves the right to terminate this watyat any time upon thirty (30) days advance wnitte
notice, except with respect to any coated metatlwhas already been shipped to Customer.
